From Your McNeeley Library 

 
 

The Immortal Irishman” by Timothy Egan, reviewed by Rose Conley.  This is a powerful story of the interesting life 
of Thomas Francis Meagher.  This is the story of an Irish Revolutionary man who became an American hero.  It’s an 
intense book of Meagher, born in Waterford City. He advocated for complete independence for Ireland.  His activities 
during the Great Famine in the 1840’s caused him to be convicted of sedition and sent to Tasmania. He escaped from 
there, coming to New York City. He formed a group of Irish immigrants who called themselves the Irish Brigade, 
fighting in our American Civil War for the Union.  Meagher was a better orator than a leader of battles.  The war was 
most difficult for him, as he watched his fellow Irishmen being killed in battle. 

After the war, he became Secretary of State for the Montana Territory, later serving as Governor of Montana.  He made 
many speeches, wrote articles, proved to be a fine leader, all the while still keeping his Irish brethren in mind, hoping to 
help them also build a better life.   In 1867 he fell overboard on a steamboat into the Missouri River.  Some felt he was 
murdered.  His body was never recovered, the mystery remains. 

Egan deftly writes about this hero, drawing the reader into each and every aspect of Meagher’s life. It’s a true lesson in 
history.  He reveals much about the struggles in Ireland, the intenseness of the Civil War in America and the rugged, 
hard times of life in the west here in America.
